 Course Description

This course is designed for students with no previous knowledge of Spanish. Students of Spanish 101 are expected to develop the four language skills of speaking, listening, basic reading and writing while becoming familiar with the diversity of Spanish-speaking culture. Students are expected to continue with SPN 102. This course has no prerequisite.

Course Goals and Expectations

It is the mission of the Department of World Languages, Literatures, and Cultures to develop and maintain programs in world languages which empower students to maximize their linguistic abilities, intellectual growth, and intercultural perspectives within the Liberal Arts context and, thus, become citizens of a global society.

Students are expected to continue with SPN 102. Upon completing the two-course sequence students will demonstrate Low-Intermediate Oral Proficiency in Spanish. 

Broadly understood this means the following: 
· Create with the language/move away from formulaic expressions.
· Initiate, maintain and bring to a close simple conversation.
· Ask and respond to simple questions.
· Talk about predictable familiar topics related to daily activities in informal settings.
· Handle simple situations/survive in the target language.

Upon completing SPN 101students will be able to: 

1) Introduce themselves and others. 
2) Describe and ask questions about families.
3) Discuss academic and professional interests.
4) Describe daily routines and leisure activities.
5) Make plans for excursions in various seasons and weather conditions.

ABOUT WAYMAKER
This course may seem different from others you have taken. It uses a digital tool set called Waymaker Courseware. Waymaker courses are about mastery learning, an educational theory based on the idea that people learn at different rates, and everyone needs sufficient time to learn and practice. Start early to give yourself plenty of time.
With mastery learning, you are asked to demonstrate an understanding of foundational concepts before moving to the next topic. In other words, you may spend more time with some concepts before you tackle subsequent ones. By using the Waymaker Courseware, you will have tools to help you learn, practice, focus your studies and master information so you can progress successfully through the course.

Homework 

This part of your grade is mainly based on your completion of the different components of each module in Waymaker (i.e. each “tile”). Homework assignments should be completed before class time on the day indicated on the syllabus. Any work that is not completed before class will be marked a zero. No late homework will be accepted unless arrangements have been made PRIOR to the time the homework is due. Unless you have proper documentation, no late work will be accepted nor will there be make-ups of daily work, i.e. quizzes, tests, homework or other classroom assessments. Your instructor may assign additional mini-compositions, participation in Discussion Forums, or other assignments that may count towards homework or towards your Lab Grade.

THERE IS NO EXTRA CREDIT. Please do assigned work on time if you hope to succeed in this class. 
PUNCTUALITY AND ATTENDANCE POLICIES
The class will begin on time. Punctuality means arriving on time before the class starts, being settled with your materials accessible (i.e. pen, paper, textbook or laptop) and ready to participate.

Due to the nature of language acquisition, attendance at every class is essential in order for you to gain the maximum out of this course. More than 3 unexcused absences will result in a deduction of 15 points per absence from your overall attendance grade. More than 8 total unexcused absences will result in a 15% deduction from your final grade. Absences will also unduly impact your participation grade as you will receive a zero for any day that you are absent. Your participation grade will be nullified (neither a penalty nor credit) for excused absences. 

The University attendance policy: “Instructors are not required to excuse absences in excess of ten percent of class meetings.”  For this class this means 4.2 class periods. 

Your professor will determine which absences are excusable based on university policies.

If you arrive late to class, you are tardy. Any tardy in the first ½ of the class will count as half of an absence. Any tardy arriving after the second ½ of the class will count as a full absence.

Participation
 
Class participation is essential in a language course such as this one. Participation is more than merely showing up to class. Active participation includes preparation, arriving to class on time and staying the entire class period, volunteering to speak frequently, and using Spanish as much as possible. In short, it means being a dynamic part of the learning environment. Your professor will assign you a participation grade weekly using the rubric in Canvas.

Class Discussion / Participation
The guidelines for each grade range (e.g., A range = A+, A, A-) are outlined below and follow the same numeration as the course grade (i.e., A+ = 98-100%, A = 93-97%, etc.):

A 	Consistently participates in oral activities with enthusiasm and a positive attitude; often volunteers answers to homework activities that are reviewed in class based on at-home preparation; frequently asks questions that reflect preparation of material; cooperates in small groups and works actively to keep the group on task; makes a concerted effort to maintain conversation in Spanish; arrives on time.

B	Generally participates in oral activities with enthusiasm and a positive attitude; regularly volunteers answers to homework activities that are reviewed in class based on at-home preparation; occasionally asks questions that reflect preparation of material; makes constructive contributions in small group work and assists in keeping the group on task; almost always speaks in Spanish; arrives on time

C	Sometimes participates in oral activities with enthusiasm; sometimes volunteers answers to homework activities that are reviewed in class, reflecting inadequate at-home preparation; infrequently asks questions which reflect preparation of material; is often unfocused or does not contribute in small group work; attempts to speak in Spanish, but is limited by vocabulary and/or grammar and English; usually arrives on time

D/F	Lack of at-home preparation makes it difficult for student to participate in oral activities; rarely volunteers answers to homework activities that are reviewed in class; does not ask questions which reflect prior review of material; lapses into English frequently and does not stay focused on tasks in small groups; frequently arrives late.




LAB COMPONENT: LEARNING JOURNAL AND VOICETHREAD ASSIGNMENTS  (25%)

This course is a four-credit course. 

In addition to the 3 hours of synchronous class time you are responsible for additional work that will be completed asynchronously. This includes VoiceThread assignments and a Learning Journal (details below). 

In addition to the recorded VoiceThread assignments you will turn in to practice the language tasks we are discussing, you will also submit a learning journal (4 total entries) via Canvas. Learning Journal Entries will consist of the following: 

· You will record a brief 1–2-minute video on VoiceThread in which you discuss the studying that you did beyond the assigned work. This might consist of creating flashcards and review; use of quizlet, creating a vocab./verb list, etc. 
· Be sure to show your learning “artifact” (hold up your flash cards, vocab. list) - show your work!
· Upload a screen shot of your quizlet or completed online exercises.
